Mattn Mar Gustathive (Syria). Prof. Ivan Dimitrov (Bulgaria) with Prof.
V. Phidan and Bishop Erikorian ae co-secretacies, produced the draft for
the Second Agreed Statemant snd Hecommendations to Churches. Anotber
drafting Committes campoted of Prof. Papavasilion (Cyprus), Bishop
Chriatoforos (Czechoslovakis), Metropolitas Paulos Mar Gregorios and
Ligaeltteat Hebtemsrias (Bthiopis), with Fr. Dr. George Drogss s
secretary, produged the draft for the Recommendatigea on Peators] issues.

SECOND AGREED ETATEMINT
AND RECOMMENDATIONS

Toe firat Agreed Statemmat on Christology (Amex 1) mdspted by the
Joint Coxmission of the Thealogical Dialogue betwssn the Orthodox and
Orfuntal Octhodox Churches, at oue historic mesting st the Anba Bishoy
Monsatery, Bgvpt, fram 20 to 2% June 1969 forms the bass of this
Second Agreed Statemsnt on the follmwing affiruations of cur common
faith axd underatanding, and recomesdstions u ateps to be tak:
the comnmion of our tuo familien of Churches in Jeaus Christ cur Lord,
who prayed “thst they al2 may be ase”.

1. Both fanilies agree in condemning the Eutychiss bereay. Roth
fanilies confesn that the Logos, the Second Permon of the Moly Trinity,
only begotten of the Father before the ages &nd conmubmtantisl with fim,

4. Both fauilies agree that the netures with their proper snergies
and willa are united hypostatically md maturelly without confusion,
without change, without divielon and without meparatics, and thet they
are distinguished 1n thought alone (cf Sesply wovr) .

6. Both familien agree in rejecting interpretations of Councila
hich do not fully agces with the Horos of the Third Beumenicsl Ooumcil
Bnd the letter (433) of Cyril of Alexandria to John of dntioch.

7. The Orthodox ageee that the Oriental Orthodox will continus to
matntain their traditionsl cyrillian terminolory of “ooe seture of the
incarnete Loges™ ("kia pioiq xob Scol Abrov ocomsontvn”), wince they
acknovledge the dowble covaubstastislity of the Logos which Sutyches
denied. The Orthodo eiso e this terminology. The Oriental Orthedox
agree that the Orthodox are justified fo their we of the tuo-oatures
formula, aince they ackvomledge thet the diatinction i "in thought
alons* (*ch Seup(a névp’). Oyril interpreted correctly this ure in his
lstter to Johm of Antioch and his lattera to Acaciua of Welitens (PG 77,
181-201), to Bulogius (PG 77, 224-228) aad to Succensua (PG 77, 228-245),

Eradition, though they asy have used Christological terms in different
\ays. Tt is this camon feith and contimuous leyally to the Apoatolic
Tradition that should ba the basis of our upity end comunion.
