يترك المسيحية ويعتنق البوذية
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رئيس الأساقفة ملكى صادق، رئيس ما يسمى المجمع المقدس للمسيحيين الأرثوذكس الحقيقيين فى الشتات American Diaspora of True Orthodox Christians ، والذى قام بوضع اليد على ماكس ميشيل (كما أعلن ماكس ميشيل نفسه فى جريدة الجوهر التى يصدرها وكما هو مبين فى الصورة أعلاه)، أعلن (ملكى صادق) تركه للمسيحية والأسقفية الأرثوذكسية واعتنق البوذية وقال "إن المسيحية هى مجرد خرافة وسخافة".

Following the fall of the former Mar Melchizedek into Buddhism and denouncing the Christian faith and leaving the Eparchy of Nebraska, St. Tikhon Orthodox Church, the flagship of the Eparchy, has joined with the The Genuine Orthodox Church of America, under the Leadership of Archbishop Gregory of Denver and Colorado. This is an Old Calendar Traditionalist jurisdiction. 

Archbishop Gregory’s jurisdiction made the following announcement on December 10, 2007: 

“Thanks be to God, Father Symeon was ordained to the priesthood on the Feast of the Virgin Mary this past week. He has spent the last week with us learning how to serve the divine offices and contributing to the tasks of the monastery. Today, Sunday afternoon, he began the long drive back to Nebraska where he intends to baptize all those in his flock who are desirous of being received into the Church. Please remember him in your prayers. The parish of St. Tikhon, and Fr. Symeon's contact information may be found on our web site: http://www.gocamerica.org.ds/directory.shtml” 

Of interest is “…he intends to baptize all those in his flock who are desirous of being received into the Church.” As Archbishop Gregory regularly practices re-baptism, it can be deduced from this statement that all those parishioners of St. Tikhon must be re- baptized in order to remain in the Church. 

Bishop Spyridon of the Eparchy of Nebraska, when asked about this said, “Yes, it is true that St. Tikhon parish is under the blessing of +Gregory without of course ceasing to serve the faithful of the Eparchy of Nebraska Inc or denouncing the Synod. This happened due to a number of problems here in Seward. No one absorbed nothing. [sic] It was a mutual agreement of communion.” 

Those of us who know Archbishop Gregory would argue that it would be impossible for “communion” between the two groups, as the Archbishop is very strict and recognizes his own jurisdiction as being the only valid Church in the entire Orthodox world. 

The Eparchy of Nebraska continues to name St. Tikhon as one of their parishes, but the various websites frequently go without updates. The new Fr. Symeon did not reply to inquiries. 







Mar Melchizedek

Michael Melchizedek, formerly known as Mar Melchizedek, prime bishop for the Holy Synod for the American Diaspora of True Orthodox Christians and the Eparchy of Nebraska, has publicly renounced his orders as a Christian and Orthodox bishop and has adopted Buddhism, saying that "Christianity was just superstition and silly." 

Additionally, despite his recent conversion to Buddhism, he has taken it upon himself to declare he is sufficiently trained in Zen Buddism to teach that practice, and has turned the offices of the Eparchy into a Zen center. 

In making these decisions and taking these actions he has abandoned the Holy Synod, the Christian faith and his followers. Despite his long-time assertion that he is a validly ordained canonical Orthodox bishop and not part of the "independence movement," is had in fact been deposed by the Greek Old Calendar Bishop who consecrated him. Despite this deposition, he established the Eparchy on his own authority, placing his ministry squarely among the many independent clergy.
